Exploring recovery from addiction, and ways in which this is happening in Bristol. Four people involved in addiction recovery will look at some of the root causes of addiction, and at constructive ways to connect with people experiencing addiction and to encourage recovery.  The session will be interactive with opportunity to ask questions and put forward ideas.

· MIND: Christian perspectives on Mental Health

If 1 in 5 people experience mental health problems each year then this is likely to be reflected in those who attend or are in contact with the Church. How can we learn to become mental health friendly, making Church accessible to all?

· BODY: Kingdom Healing, releasing Heaven here on Earth

The Bible teaches in 1 Corinthians that the Kingdom of God is not simply a matter of talk but of Power.  Jesus demonstrated this reality wherever he went and then called us to do the same. 

HOTS Bath is doing exactly this on the streets of Bath every week and is training up teams and equipping believers both here in the UK and around the world to do the same. It has a vision “to promote Christian healing as a daily lifestyle for every believer, through demonstration, training and equipping.”

This seminar will introduce you to the reality of Healing today the way Jesus did it and will start you on a journey to move out of the church building and into the market place with a new identity and expectancy for healing to take place with those you encounter daily. This session will be more than just a teaching or discussion and will include demonstration and activation times.

God gives us practical help and wisdom for our work and we are to reflect His glory through our working lives, co-creating with Him to transform our society.
ICCC's 'Transformed Working Life' teaching provides life-changing material to envision and equip working Christians into 'whole-life' discipleship, through practical training and testimonies of people who have walked the walk.
